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Pursuant to its authority under St. 2015, ch. 119 § 20, the Commonwealth Health Insurance Connector
Authority (Health Connector) announces its intent to submit a request for a State Innovation Waiver (Waiver
Request) under Section 1332 of the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act of 2010 (Affordable Care Act)
to the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) on or after March 7, 2016. This notice amends a
previous notice of public hearing and opportunity to comment, published via the Massachusetts Register on
January 29, 2016, with updated information regarding the dates of the written public comment period.

2. Summary of Waiver Request

For over a decade, the Commonwealth of Massachusetts has embraced innovation and reform in its health
insurance market. In 2006, Massachusetts enacted landmark health reform legislation that yielded the
highest rate of insurance in the nation. In 2010, Massachusetts welcomed national health reform under the
Affordable Care Act as an opportunity to strengthen its previous reforms.

Massachusetts now seeks to enhance these important gains with its request for a State Innovation Waiver
under Section 1332 of the Affordable Care Act. Massachusetts appreciates the Affordable Care Act’s
recognition that in some cases, local circumstances may merit a state-specific approach to supporting the
overall goals of the law. Massachusetts seeks this flexibility to maintain a unique feature of its insurance
market that has proven successful in promoting access to coverage for small employers and their employees:
the Commonwealth’s version of a merged market, which allows continuity between non-group and small
group insurance while retaining limited traditional characteristics of a small group market.

Specifically, Massachusetts will request waiver authority to narrowly modify the federal definition of a
merged market to retain two characteristics of small group plans within the merged market:

e Rolling enrollment — Currently, Massachusetts allows health insurance issuers to offer enrollment and
renewal to small groups on a rolling basis throughout the year. Massachusetts will request permission to
continue this long-standing practice, which offers flexibility for small employers and prevents the market
disruption that could occur with a transition to the calendar year approach required by the Affordable
Care Act.

e Quarterly rate filing — Currently, Massachusetts allows health insurance issuers to refresh their premium
rates for small group plans quarterly, in addition to the annual filings of the broader merged market.
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Massachusetts will request permission to continue this long-standing practice, which helps promote
greater affordability for employers than a calendar-year approach and supports rolling enroliment.

These policies would align with current market practices, as well as the options available in the majority of
other states. Absent a waiver on these topics, the Commonwealth would need to ensure that all aspects of its
merged market meets federal requirements by January 1, 2018, including transitioning to a calendar year
enrollment and rating cycle. This could contribute to overly-conservative pricing and market disruption, such
as shortened plan years that impact enrollees’ annual out-of-pocket accruals.

3. State Assurances

Massachusetts anticipates that its proposal will meet the safeguards set forth in Section 1332 of the
Affordable Care Act. The Commonwealth provides the following assurances related to its Waiver Request:

e Equivalent or greater scope of coverage. The Commonwealth’s proposal will not decrease the number of
Massachusetts residents covered nor the number of Massachusetts employers offering coverage. The
Commonwealth does not anticipate any disproportionate coverage impacts on vulnerable populations
due to the proposed waiver.

e Equivalent or greater affordability of coverage. The Commonwealth’s proposal will not increase the costs
of health insurance for its residents or employers. The Commonwealth does not anticipate any
disproportionate cost impacts on vulnerable populations due to the proposed waiver.

e Equivalent comprehensiveness of coverage. The Commonwealth’s proposal will not decrease the
comprehensiveness of benefits for Massachusetts residents or employers. The Commonwealth does not
anticipate any disproportionate benefit impacts on vulnerable populations due to the proposed waiver.

e Federal deficit neutral. The Commonwealth’s proposal will not result in increased federal spending, net of
federal revenues, in any one year or in total over the ten-year budget period.
